, i the Fn*sw**e and Oaahton (or toe import­
ant portions of tha**) ww held in the Common

Along tho shore are uumerous man­
ufacturing establishments, all pnfllng forth the 
dirty venom from their chimneys. 

Proceeding along tho river, I anon came to the 
point whan the two riven combine and form 
the Ohio. At thk p a n t of k n d I fell into a 
train of reflection* of ao interesting yet soleuiu 
nature; far I stood upon tho ver .• apot once oc­
cupied by the strong forlren which caused to the 
wrly American colonies M mach trouble, perhaps, 
M any other military station of old England's 
moat bitter foe. Old Fort Du Queue waa here; 
and here, still, are to be awn ita ruins. It ww 
in bringing to tho French posts on the Ohio river, 
a message from Governor Dinwirr.is, of Vir­
ginia, ia 1754, that Major Onoaox W.VSBINO-
TOX firat dkpkyed that courage and worth which 
brought hie name before hi* fellow colonists, and 
paved tho way to the highest and most respon­
sible position among men. Consequences of the 
greatest importance followed tho refusal of the 
com mandei of toe French to accede to the demands 
of tho Governor. War between France aad Eng­
land, on account of thk aod other matters, soon 
followed, which rnulted io tho subjugafjou of 
all thow military peat* extending from the Gulf 
of Mexico to tho Golf of St. Lawrence' of blot­
ting out every foot of French territory io North 
Ancrten, (1763.) aad tho* relieving tho colonists 
of Eefknd from the horrors of war, too often 
brought upon than by tho hostility of thon two 
greet nations. 

this peat, General BBADOOCK, ar com-
by tho young aad fearkw WASHIJIIITOM, 

(1756) WMwnt from Virginia, with ao army, 
through the almost impenetrable defiles of the 
Allegheny mountains. Atd from this place went 
that hostile band of Indians, which triumphed 
ia tho defeat of that army, aad the death of ita 
chief. BBADBOCK fell within seven miles of thk 
place—the place where the great WASHIXUTOH 
firat distinguished himwlf io military life. 

Another expedition, in 1758, under General 
Foaan, ww aant againat it, which proved suc­
cessful: aod a bloody battle w w fought likewise 
between tho troops of the fort (English, and 
than called • Fort Pitt,") and the Indians, in 
1763, in which tho ktter was defeated. A 
regular settlement ww firat commenced here in 
1765, but progreesed w alow that io 1800, but 
about 1500 occupied the territory where now 
more than 120,000 u kick up" a greater dust than 
k usual to ha done in other cities. Thk applies 
to Pitfabtrrgh, Allegheny City and their suburbs. 
Pittsburgh aloneXl am told, h n 60.000,—more 
than I had auppased; for it dow not cover, 
probably, mora than a third as much ground u 
Rochester. 

There are two thinga about here, which, to me 
appear necessary to give cheerfulness to the 
plan, particularly tha atreeta. Then are women 
aad tree*. Of the former, I suppose there sre 
plenty here, but they fail to show themselves in 
the streets,—tearing tha thoroughfares exclusive­
ly to the rougher sex. And for thia courtesy to­
wards tha • lords," they have, undoubtedly their 
owa reasons— reasons, probably, which they 
cousider valid; for should a lady here, dressed 
like a Rochester lady, promenade the streets half 
an hour, she would look more like a eotl In aver 
ia hia coarw rroeh, than like tha blooming mis­
ses and matrons observed io your atreeta In 
regard to trace, they a n almost n indispensable 
at thk season of the ywr, to give beauty to a 
city, w tha ladies are. Ton may travel a down 
atreeta from one end to tho other, aad not aw a 
solitary green thing. All around you are great 
black hwpa of brick* and mortar, aod not a tree, 
or shrub, or blade of gran, to show that there k 
auch a thing io the "world w vegetable life.— 
From the ahorw of the rivers, you may sec, ia 
the distance, trow in full blossom, and feast your 
eyes on green fielda; aod a few trow and a little 
grow k awn, ako, upon the sides of the coal 
hills, bat the everlasting smoke and eoot hw 
reached then trees, where they stand Mack mouu-
menu of departed and departing vapor; while 
tho little gran ewo, refuses to shake off toe Vul­
can mantle, aod wear ita own glorious attire. , 

Too place your baud upon any material in the 
atreeta, and it k begrimmed; you ait down upon 
a dry-goods box, and your pants are, if light-
colored, ready for toe wash-tub; you accidental­
ly rub your lingers on your face, aod you are im­
mediately transformed into a itriptddarkie; you 
wipe the perspiration from your brow, and your 
whit* handkerchief assumes the color of your 
hat. Oh, t h k k a beautiful place, for all are 
beautified alike; there are no distinctions ou ac­
count of color, for all are niggers to appeeraccc. 
So, you aw, that the nigger h e n k about w 
white w the wAif* man, and I dare say that be 
would " drink with a white"-i.'acA man w soon 
w ho would with a real ebony. 

But it k oot my object to vilify this city. Oa 
tho contrary, tho more I aw of the place, the 
•ore I am plaaaad with it—except the smoke 
and its attendant consequences. Everything ap-
pears to be oa the move. All k activity, and it 
ia just the pkee to make money. To that oft-
reputed quntion," Shall Rochester be a Manu­
facturing City?" I would w y "No," if a coal 
mine existed ia the neighborhood; because, like 
Pittsburgh, it would soon be shrouded io dwp 
mourning. 

Tho Printers of Pittsburgh, with whom I have 
bora mostly associated, seem to bo tho noblest 
hearted fellows I ever mot Nothing ww kit 
undone by them which might add to the p len­
u m of the members of the National Union.— 
Every civility, and every courtesy possible, w w 
extended. All return to their homes with the 
liveltwt feeling* of gratitude toward tho Typo­
graphical Profusion of Pittpurgh.

Then a n other points of view in which we 
could wish to regard the Spiritual Rapper*. But 
the most important of them would be adopted 
to the desk of the lecturer, or the pulpit of the 
divine, than our editorial columns. We think 
the cause of true religion in danger from the cir­
culation of such pernicious tenets as are involv­
ed, in the new philosophy, and we should like to 
hear the subject discussed by some able minister 
of Christ's Gospel. The clergy, certainly, should 
not shrink from its treatment, for they hsve an 
assurance that resisting the Devil is the best 
method of encountering him, sod beneath the 
cloak of the noval theory of Spiritualism, we 
think we see the forked tail and cloven hoof of 
Satan.
